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 School Profile  

 Goodna State School has a total student enrolment of 528 and offers a coeducational 
learning setting for students in Years Prep to 7. Our multicultural school community is 
both rich in its diversity as well as being very supportive and inclusive. Our school 
celebrates cultural diversity. English is a second language for approximately 142 
families and a great deal of support is required so that students are not disadvantaged.  

Goodna is a very low socio-economic area and as a result many students are not given the social advantages and 
experiences received by children in other communities. We have 121 single parent families and 60% of families are 
unemployed. Parents from this school have the opportunity to access the Goodna Integrated Family Support 
program. This program provides support to families and draws on a social worker as well as other Government 
Departments and agencies in the support process.  

In terms of pastoral care, our school also offers a Pathways to Peace Program. This program promotes a common 
language among students, staff and parents in promoting positive behaviour and supporting each other. Students 
also have access to a free Breakfast Club before school which is sponsored by the Red Cross and Goodna RSL Sub 
Branch.
