students

ƺ support s t a f f  members to  maintain consistent school improvement pract ices

At Goodna, we use a structured social outcomes framework to support the development of key skills in our 

Heroes. Our ά11 Before 11έ program includes targeted activities and experiences designed to enhance 

communication, teamwork and collaboration. These social outcomes are integral to fostering personal 

growth, helping individuals build confidence and competence in their interactions with others.
